The lesson
interest list is not an ongoing waitlist. Students must register for the interest list each semester to be considered for a

private lesson.

Sitar staff also consider factors such as behavior, maturity, respect for property, and regular attendance to other Sitar
classes when selecting students for lessons. Sitar does not offer private music lessons for adults.
